Susan Swart IN THE NEWS!  
  

Susan Swart, the New York Director for ReRun, Inc, was re-

cently featured on NCC News.  Sue has been with ReRun for 

more than ten years, becoming involved when she was asked by 
ReRun to house a horse.  That was in 1999, shortly after she pur-

chased Softwind Stables.  She became involved in getting that 

horse adopted, and in 2000, Sue took over the role as New York 

Director of ReRun. 

  

Sue is concerned about the effect 

that the economy is having on 

horse rescue operations, and 

rightly so.  Many horses have a 

bleak future when they leave the 

track; some go to abusive owners, 

others to the slaughter house.  
There are 45 to 47 horses in the 

ReRun program at any time, 15 to 17 of which are housed at 

Softwind Stables in Fulton, New York.  Keeping 15 horses is no 

easy feat. Thereôs a lot of work that goes into caring for them.  

ñItôs a twelve hour work day, no matter how you look at it,ò said 

Sue.   

  

There are also continuous expenses incurred.  The farm costs 

approximately $55,000 dollars a year to operate.  The New York 

Chapter  holds at least three fundraisers a year;  grants and  per-

sonal donations make up the balance.  Sue has only been able to 
raise about $18,000 through fundraising this year.  She has to 

rely on donations and grants for the remaining $37,000. 

  
Sue has seen the adoption rates decrease significantly.   She be-

lieves that it could be from the economy.  ñIn 2000 when I 

started adopting, we moved up to 15, 17 horses,ò she said.. ñIôm 

lucky if I average five a year now.ò 

 

These horses run their hearts out on the track.  They deserve a 

chance at a second career.  If you would like to donate or sponsor 

a horse, or look at the horses available for adoption, please go to 

rerun.org.
